ARTICLE 4 — Town of Chester
Permit Fee Schedule (revision as printed October 3, 2011)

Permit fees are calculated as the estimated construction cost’ multiplied by $6.00 per $1000 of
construction cost. In all cases the square footage is as calculated by the Building Official from
plans as submitted by the applicant. Construction costs are calculated as:

Living Space = $97.00 per square foot of living space — calculated by the square footage of the
outside perimeter times the number of stories — includes all living space accessible by stairways.
Adjustments are made for inaccessible areas as needed. Finished basements are calculated as
square footage of living space. Walk up attics are calculated as living space. Other accessory
areas are as calculated below.

Garage/carports/barns/storage buildings = $40.00 per square foot of area - calculated by the
square footage of the outside perimeter of the area. Second story areas are calculated by use —
either same rate, or adjusted for storage or living space.

Storage areas identified within residential structures = $15.00 per square foot of storage area —
may include basement areas, accessible attic storage and garage/barn loft areas. ’

Decks/porches = $40.00 per square foot of area — calculated by the square footage of the outside
perimeter of the area. Farmers porches and covered decks are treated the same. Three-season
rooms are considered living space.

Residential additions = $97.00 per square foot of living space — calculated by the square footage
of the outside perimeter times the number of stories — includes all living space accessible by
stairways. Adjustments are made for inaccessible areas as needed. Finished basements are
calculated as square footage of living space. Walk up attics are calculated as living space.

Change of use rate or conversion of space = $100 minimum plus .10 per square foot of effected
area of new living space. Applies to conversions of basement, storage, attic, and any other
areas as converted to habitable space.

Renovations — without adding additional footprint or stories = $65.00; does not include change
of use or increase in living space — existing space renovation only.

Storage Sheds and smaller buildings less than 200 square foot. = $65.00

Residential Swimming Pools — all = $§65.00
Additional trade fees may apply, such as mechanical and/or electrical as required.

Permits Fees for Single Family Residential Homeowner Renovations. = $100.00

A reduced permitting structure may be applied for when the homeowner performs work
requiring combination permitting with electrical and plumbing work. Applies to renovations
only. This section does not apply to additions, commercial, duplex or multi-family dwelling
units. This reduced rate does not apply to trade professionals’ permitting.
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Commercial Occupancy

Permit fees are calculated as the estimated construction cost multiplied by $6.00 per $1000 of
construction cost. In all cases the square footage is as calculated by the Building Official from
plans as submitted by the applicant. Construction cost are calculated as:

Commercial Occupancy — New Construction_ = $104.00 (construction cost) per square foot of
use space — calculated by the square footage of the outside perimeter times the number of stories
— includes storage, utility and accessory buildings. Includes any residential occupancy other
than R-3 (one-two family and town houses)

Commercial additions of any kind greater than 200 square feet — calculated as construction
cost multiplied by $6 per $1000 of construction cost or $65.00 whichever is greater.
Construction cost is as calculated above.

Commercial Renovations — without adding additional footprint or stories = $65.00 per 2000 sq
feet of area involved in renovation or change of use area.

Storage Sheds at commercial site and smaller buildings less than 200 square foot. = $65.00
Swimming Pools - Commercial = $300.00
Other Fees

Building Permit Fee Transfer or Renewal = $50.00

Permits become invalid unless work is commenced within 180 days of permitting. Permits
expire 12 months from issue date and must be renewed to remain valid. Trade permits cannot
be transferred.

Demolition Permit
Residential ~ $50.00
Commercial $50.00 per 2000 square feet or portion thereof

Minimum Fee $50.00
Minimum fee assessed for any type of permitting,

Re-call or repeat inspection fee = $30.00
The Building Official upon inspection, which warrants repeat inspections and/or returns
to the same site for the same inspection purpose, may assess this fee.
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
