Selectmen's Business

4.1
Roundtable

Selectman Castricone:

· The boiler work was not started this week, as the specified water heater will not be available for 3-4 weeks.  The contractor suggested an alternate, which was acceptable to Dubois & King.  This substitute water heater is floor mounted rather than wall-mounted, has a shorter warranty (two years fewer), and costs approximately $700 less.  Selectman Castricone told the vendor to go ahead with this substitution. The work is still on schedule to be completed by the end of September.

· The trenching and installation of the new propane line will begin on September 23rd. 

· The roof bids will be discussed at next week's meeting.

· He researched the different propane system as discussed at last week's meeting.  Evidentially the cost is in excess of $4,000, it requires a yearly maintenance fee, and it must be replaced every eight years.  It was determined that this cost is prohibitive.

Selectman Charron:

· Selectman Charron attended a regional public health preparedness planning meeting in Derry.  Among other things, he learned of a program to turn in expired drugs rather than allowing them to pollute the water system; classes for first responders; many important programs on pandemic, suicide, etc.

· Selectman Charron will be out of town and absent from next week's meeting.

Selectman Weider:

· The Art teacher at Chester Academy has asked that artwork from grades one through five be displayed in the Municipal Complex in October/November, and in March.  The Board members present agreed to this request.  Administrative Assistant Martin will respond to the request.

· Selectman Castricone moved that the Town donate the old town pick-up truck to the American Cancer Society; Selectman Charron seconded the motion.  The vote was three in favor with Chairman Landau and Vice-Chairman Cannon absent; so moved.

· The contract for the Wason Pond Dam work has been signed.  Work will begin September 20th. 

· On Friday, September 17th at 9:00am, LGC will be hosting the NHMA Legislative Policy Conference in Concord.  None of the Board members present are able to attend. Administrative Assistant Martin will call Chairman Landau and Selectman Weider will call Vice-Chairman Cannon to see if either are available.  Administrative Assistant Martin will put a copy of the details in the Board of Selectmen's folder for review.

· He asked Interim Building Inspector Flanders to review an application for a home business permit under question.  It was determined that the business was in total compliance.

· The search for a new permanent Building Inspector is beginning.  An ad will be placed in the Union Leader, the Concord Monitor, Foster's Daily Democrat, and on the LGC website.  The hiring committee will get the resumes and begin the process.  The Building Inspector in Auburn is willing to assist in the interim.

· A letter was received from Don Dollard, Town Mapper, who is retiring.  Mr. Dollard will be transferring his work to another firm, and would like to bring this firm in to meet the Board.

· The School Board would like to come in on September 23rd to introduce the new Superintendent, and to talk about combining work to save money.

· The Planning Board will be meeting with the School Board and the new Superintendent about impact fees.

Leroy Scott stood and was recognized.  He suggested that the ad for a new Building Inspector also be placed in the Tri-Town Times.  Selectmen Weider agreed with this suggestion.
