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The Smokey Sign


You’ll notice that we have changed the Smokey Sign to make it easier to understand. The National Fire Service determines if it is safe to burn outside or not.  The sign simply says “Permits” if we are issuing them, and “NO Permits” if we are not.

Write and practice a plan with your child for what to do when they get home.


Review house key safety rules.


Post an emergency phone list by the phone that includes parents’ work and cell, a reliable neighbor or nearby relative, Fire Department, Police Department, family Dr., and Poison Control


Review fire safety rules


Go over “What to do if…”


the phone rings


someone comes to the door


there is a fire


I need to call 9-1-1


My friend invites me over


I want something to eat


“I’m bored…”


AND…Remember to reward your child when they have done a responsible job of being home alone.

Bike Helmet Program





    As many of you have heard, my wife and I have started a new program in Chester.  Over the summer, we saw many children riding their bicycles without helmets.  When asked why not, many excuses were given, such as “I didn’t know I needed one” to “we don’t have the money to buy one” and “I just don’t like them”.


  The fact is, helmets are required by law for all children riding a bicycle. In the U.S., nearly 350,000 children visit the emergency room each year with bicycle-related injuries.  Of these children, 130,000 sustain brain injuries.  Bicycle Helmet Safety Institute statistics show that if everyone used a helmet when riding their bicycle, we could prevent one death every day and one brain injury every four minutes.


   Our family has personally experienced the devastation a traumatic head injury can cause.  It is our goal is ensure that all children have access to a bicycle helmet.  On Sept. 8th, we will kick off this program at the Chester Town Fair.  Bike helmets will be available at no charge.  You do not need to be a resident of Chester to receive one.
