    In light of the increase in civilian fire related deaths in New Hampshire, it is our goal to increase awareness of the importance of properly working and maintained smoke detectors in every home in Chester.  Our Smoke Detector Program is being developed to   increase awareness, gather information, and search for funding so that we can provide smoke detectors and assistance to those who need it. We anticipate rolling the program out this summer. Many homes have detectors that are old or in disrepair and need to be replaced.  Residents will be able to request a fire safety check of their home and receive the necessary smoke detectors for free.  We will also be available to help anyone who is unable to install the detectors themselves.


     Now that the warmer weather is here and bikes, scooters, and skateboards are out, I would like to remind everyone of our ongoing Bike Helmet Program. Free bike helmets are provided to anyone who needs them. Helmets are available at the fire station. We will order one for you if we do not have your size.  This program is not funded through tax dollars, so donations are gratefully accepted.

A Reminder About Fireworks Safety


    Regulations on private fireworks use are different in every town.  The Town of Chester’s ordinance allows the use of Class C fireworks only. Fireworks should be purchased from a reputable fireworks supplier and discharged under adult supervision following manufacturer’s directions.  It is strongly recommended that you avoid the risks of doing a private show and go enjoy the professional displays.  If you do choose to set off Class C fireworks in your yard, we recommend that you notify the fire department first. 





Smoke Detectors Save Lives

     This year, New Hampshire has seen an increase in fire related deaths.  In the first three months of 2008, 11 people have died in fires in NH, already surpassing the number of fire related deaths from all of 2007.  In many of these cases, the deaths could have been prevented with the use of working smoke detectors.  Smoke detectors play a vital role in reducing the deaths and injuries from fire.  Since the late 1970’s, smoke detectors have contributed to almost a 50% decrease in fire related deaths.  An estimated 890 lives each year could be saved if all homes nationwide were to have properly installed, working and maintained smoke detectors.


     The members of the Chester Fire Dept. would like to remind everyone of the importance of the proper use of smoke detectors.  We, as a team, are dedicated to providing the highest level of fire prevention to the community of Chester as possible.  Anyone who needs assistance with smoke detectors should feel free to contact us at the non-emergency number listed below.
