7.  If you have more than one story in your home, make sure you have an escape ladder.  Open it up and learn how to use it.  If your planned escape route is blocked by fire, you will have to use the ladder to escape from a window on the upper floors. 





Practice using the ladder from a first story window and only with an adult’s supervision.
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8.  Now, practice  your escape plan ending at your meeting place.  Practice twice a year.
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4.  Windows are often used as exits.  Check all of the windows in the house to make sure they open easily.





5.  Check doors to make sure they can be unlocked and opened easily from the inside. Clear away any clutter that would prevent you from getting out.














1.  Get together with everyone who lives in your home and draw a floor plan of your home.





2.  Look for two ways out of every room and decide on a meeting place outside.





3.  Make sure everyone knows the emergency number to call the Fire Department.  In Chester, you call 9-1-1.
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6.  Check the smoke detectors to make sure they work.  Batteries should be changed at least once a year.  Many people change the batteries in their smoke detectors when it is time to change the clocks.
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
