Smokey was a real bear.

by some soldiers and some firefighters who were trying to fight a forest fire in New Mexico.  The cub was badly burned and needed veterinary help.  They flew the cub to Santa Fe for medical treatment.  News about this special bear spread quickly across the nation.  The Chief of the National Forest Service gave the go-ahead for Smokey to be given a home at the National Zoo in Washington D.C.  Because of his widespread fame and appeal, Smokey became a living reminder of the need for fire prevention.  The 1st poster of Smokey was printed on August 9, 1944.
